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CHALGROVE II (2003), OXFORDSHIRE

4957 copper-alloy radiates to AD 279 BM ref.: 2003 T83 
Circumstances of discovery (by R. Abdy) 
Found by Mr. Brian Malin with the aid of a metal detector, 7th April 2003 at a depth of 30-60 cm on arable farmland, about 
10 miles south-east of Oxford. In 1989 Mr. Malin, along with his brother Ian Malin, found the remarkably similar Chalgrove 
I (RBCH 756A, 4145 radiates in two Romano-British black burnished pots), 100 feet away from the find spot of the present 
hoard. (See J. Mairat below for comparison between these two hoards). 

The condition of hoard, fused together with copper-alloy corrosion products within the jar made conservation 
(carried out by the British Museum conservators Simon Dove and Abby Dickson) a painstaking task that unavoidably 
delayed identification until early 2004. This did allow stratified spits to be taken: roughly 100-coin samples (actual 430) 
from the top, upper middle, lower middle, and bottom (analysed below). 

The presence of the second recorded example of a coin of Domitianus (Domitian II) in Chalgrove II provoked a 
great deal of media attention.2 The RIC plates showed that this new coin was a die-identical example of the previously 
unique first discovery. The Prosopography of the Later Roman Empire (A. H. M. Jones et al) lists this Gallic Domitianus as: 
“Usurper under Aurelian, quickly suppressed Zos. 1.49.2. Possibly in Gaul, where a coin of doubtful authenticity was found 
with the legend ‘Imp. C. Domitianus p. f. Aug.’ RIC V.2 590”. The matching example from Chalgrove, certainly confirmed 
the authenticity of the coin. By coincidence, renewed research in France on the first Domitian II coin was coming to fruition 
around the time of the discovery of Chalgrove II. The first coin had been found as part of a hoard of 1,456 radiates to AD 
274,3 at Cléons (Haute-Goulaine, Loire-Atlantique), 1900, and subsequently published by F.-M. A. de la Fuÿe.4 The Cabinet 
des Médailles in Paris refused to purchase the coin due to the unrealistic price,5 and in 1929 was given to the Musée Dobrée 
in Nantes, the owner’s hometown.6 It subsequently proved hard to locate, leaving the plaster cast published in RIC as the 
only reference throughout the century.7 It was declared to be a retooled Tetricus / Hilaritas Augg (RIC 79) by the influential 
Italian numismatist L. Laffranchi,8 while other doubters pointed out the unusual lack of praenomen and nomen on what 
should have been an inaugural issue.9 Despite its detractors, the coin was never quite dismissed. Apart from the entry in RIC 
and the 1971 Prosopography, R. Delbrück also accepted the coin (dating it to AD 273).10 In more recent times the 
authenticity of the coin has been championed by M. Weder11 (who also highlighted its omission from AGK) and S. Estiot 
and G. Salaün. The latter were able to make use of the breakthrough of the confirmation of the coin’s existence at the Musée 
Dobrée (via J. Lafaurie in 1996) and its subsequent transfer to the Paris Cabinet des Médailles for conservation and 
examination. The cleaning of the Cleóns coin revealed that the legend was embedded in ancient corrosion products making 
Laffranchi’s proposed retooling (deduced from the cast alone) impossible.12 It was also more apparent that Domitian II was 
given different features from either Victorinus or Tetricus, although style was similar to those emperors’ busts from ‘Gallic 
mint II’ with the reverse displaying stylistic parallels to the early issues of Tetricus’s mint I coinage, thus dating the coin to

As to the identity of this Gallic Domitian, de la Fuÿe recognised the resemblance to Victorinus and Tetricus I. He 

proposed a tentative link to the historically recorded Domitianus, who had come to notice helping to defeat the usurper 
Macrianus in the Balkans in AD 262. He was apparently a senior officer under Aureolus, Gallienus’s generalissimo who 
later rebelled against the emperor at Milan in AD 268.14 He therefore proposed that the coin could have been issued in 262 in 
the Balkans, or, given the style of the coin, later on in Gaul around the time of Tetricus with the same historical Domitianus 
somehow becoming an unrecorded competitor for the Gallic Emperorship. The story is further complicated by mention of a 
certain Domitianus ‘punished’ (?executed) at Rome around AD 271 under Aurelian15. The third, but less likely possibility to 
de la Fuÿe being that Zosimus’s Domitian, perhaps the same victor of 262 and the rebel of 268, produced the coin in Rome 
about 271.16 We can now rule out a place of production outside the Gallic empire and it remains a moot point as to whether 
the authority on this coin issue can be related to any historically recorded figure.17 However, after a century of debate, with 
the matching of the French and British Domitianus specimens, and the recent examination on the former, we can now 
conclusively demonstrate a line-up of seven Gallic Emperors (including one Caesar):  
 

i. Postumus (AD 260-9) 
ii. Laelian (AD 269) 
iii. Marius (AD 269) 
iv. Victorinus (AD 269-71) 
v. Domitian II (AD c.271) 
vi. Tetricus I and II (AD 271-4) 

 
With only one set of known dies made for him, we must treat Domitian II’s reign as more fleeting than either Laelian, who 
spent most of his few months of office besieged at Mainz, or Marius, who had reigned for a short period of time, both of 
whom were at least historically recorded. 
 
The pot prior to conservation of the coins (by P. Booth)18 
The vessel is largely complete, though the upper shoulder area is fragmented and only part of the rim is present – it looks as 
if at least some of the rim was lost prior to recovery (e.g. through plough damage). 

The vessel is in a fine reduced (grey ware) fabric with few obvious sand or other inclusions. It has a thin dark grey 
slip, now much eroded. The body is mid grey with a brown core in places. This fabric is in the R10 range (fine reduced 
wares) in the Oxford Archaeology pottery recording system and superficially appears close to fabric R11 (Oxford fine 
reduced ware) within that range. An Oxford industry source for the fabric seems very likely. Apart from the slip there is no 
clear sign of surface treatment (the vessel may have been burnished but this cannot be determined in its present condition) 
except for horizontal grooves on the shoulder and at the girth. 

In terms of the Oxford industry vessel typology19, there does not appear to be an exact parallel, though this may 
simply reflect the fact that the vessel is not at present fully accessible. An indentation on the outer edge of the rim is not very 
characteristic of the Oxford industry, but the range of coarse ware production in the industry is very wide and not all covered 
by Young's corpus. The vessel is a narrow mouthed jar – i.e. one in which the rim diameter is less than two thirds of the 
maximum girth of the vessel – but it does not have characteristic features such as the grooves and cordons at the base of the 
neck typical of Oxford narrow mouthed forms such as R15 (ibid, 211-212). In its broad proportions, with roughly equal girth 
and height, it is closer to medium mouthed forms such as R21 (ibid, 212, 214) and it is perhaps best categorized for now as a 
hybrid of these two forms. Neither is very closely dated, but R21 is considered not to have been in production after AD 200 
at the latest, while R15 is principally a 2nd to 4th century form. Leaving aside the finds association the vessel would probably 
fit best in a later 2nd to 3rd century date range. 
 
The pot after conservation of the coins (by J. D. Hill) 
The pot is extremely well preserved compared to most hoard pots recovered in recent years. Approximately 75% of the 
vessel remains complete. The neck and the upper part of one side of the vessel have been broken away and the broken sherds 
were not recovered. The neck appears to have broken away some time ago, as the breaks are not partially worn. The missing 
side of the vessel is a more recent breakage, as the broken edges are very fresh. This pattern of breakage might suggest the 
vessel was buried having already lost its neck, the main damage to the body being caused by very recent agriculture or 
digging. 

The vessel is a wheel made grey ware jar. The vessel has a simple flat base 8.5 cm in diameter, a maximum girth 
of 20.5 cm, survives to a height of 18.5 cm, where the neck originally began. Here the base of the neck has a diameter of 9.1

Disposition 
The Ashmolean Museum, Oxford, have acquired the whole hoard. 
 
The composition of the hoard 
The hoard contained 4957 radiates, struck between 251 and 278-9. Its composition is completely typical for British hoards of 
the second half of the third century, with a date of deposition in the reign of Probus.  

The Central Empire is represented by 1486 coins, of which 165 are imitations, making up 30% of the hoard (27% 
without the imitations). The oldest coins of the hoard are two coins of the reign of Trebonianus Gallus, one of which was 
struck at the mint of Antioch. 43 coins belong to the joint reign of Valerian and Gallienus, comprising 2.9% of the coins of 
the Central Empire. The sole reign of Gallienus is well represented, with 744 coins (50% of the Central Empire coins), 
followed by Claudius II with 519 coins (35%). 51 coins belong to the reign of Quintillus (3.4%). Radiates in the name of 
Divo Claudio are fairly strongly represented for a British hoard, with 46 official coins (probably struck at the beginning of 
the reign of Aurelian) (3.1%) and 67 imitations (4.5%). There are 18 coins in the name of Aurelian. There are very few coins 
issued after the monetary reform of 274; only 7 coins are present: 3 of Tacitus and 4 of Probus, all struck at Lyon. 
  Looking at the mints, it is (as often) the mint of Rome which dominates the coinage of the Central Empire, with 
72% of the assemblage. Milan is in second place with 170 coins (11%). Siscia is represented by 56 coins (3.8%). The eastern 
mints do not make up a significant proportion, with 8 coins of various mints.  

The Gallic Empire is, as one might expect in Britain, preponderant, with 3178 official coins and 293 imitations, 
representing 70% of the hoard. Coins of Postumus are quite numerous; there are 153 official coins (4.4% of the coins of the 
Gallic Empire) and 15 imitations (0.4%). Victorinus is represented by 1145 coins (33%), of which 21 are imitations (0.6%). 
Like all hoards of this type, the reign of Tetricus is most strongly represented in the find; there are 1874 official coins (54%) 
and 218 imitations (6%). Mint I is understandably the most strongly represented, with 1817 coins (that is, 52% of the Gallic 
Empire coinage). Mint II – to which can certainly be added the 8 coins of Cologne struck under Postumus – is represented by 
1298 coins (37%). Imitations in the name of Gallic emperors total 293 coins, only 8.4% of the coins of the Gallic Empire.

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C. King has published a statistical table of British hoards with latest coins in the reign of Probus. This study reveals that 
“coins of the Central Emperors [are] ranging between c.20% to 30% and coins of the Gallic Emperors [are] falling between 
60% and 75%” (Chalgrove I, p.126)20. With respectively 30% and 70%, the Chalgrove II hoard fits perfectly in this 
category. 

It is nevertheless notable that the sole reign of Gallienus is very slightly overrepresented in Chalgrove II, with 15% 
of the assemblage, compared with the hoards discussed by C. King, in which coins of Gallienus make up between 8% and 
14% (Chalgrove I, p.132, table 3).  

Coins in the name of Postumus represent 3% of the hoard. Whereas the ‘currency hoards’ discussed by C. King 
contain less than 1% coins of the first Gallic Emperor, the rare ‘savings hoards’ of Maltby and Tattershall contain 
respectively 7.4% and 22.8% coins of Postumus (ibid, p.128). This point suggests that Chalgrove II is essentially a currency 
hoard. 
 
Date of deposition 
The three latest coins of the hoard were struck at the Lyon mint in the sixth issue of the reign of Probus. P. Bastien dates this 
important issue to the years 278-279. A deposition date for Chalgrove II in the 280s therefore seems the most likely 
hypothesis. 
 
Chalgrove I and Chalgrove II: a single hoard? 
The Chalgrove I and II hoards were discovered only 100 feet apart. This naturally poses the question of whether the two 
hoards were, in fact, one and the same hoard.

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The similarities are numerous and striking: firstly, the size of the two hoards: 4145 coins for Chalgrove I, 4957 for 
Chalgrove II, both contained in locally made grey ware vessels. Secondly, both hoards fit the same chronological profile. 
 The earliest coins of Chalgrove I belong to the years 253-4, those of Chalgrove II to 251-3. The latest coins of 
Chalgrove I belong to the sixth Lyon issue of Probus (278-9), as do those of Chalgrove II. This suggests a similar date of 
deposition for the two hoards, during the 280s. Finally, the broad composition of each hoard is in the same proportions. 
Chalgrove I has 22% coins of the Central Empire compared to 30% for Chalgrove II and has 75% coins of the Gallic Empire 
compared to 70% for Chalgrove II.  

Despite this, there are significant differences between the hoards. Imitations make up a larger proportion of 
Chalgrove I, at 16.6% (689 coins), whereas Chalgrove II only contains 9.2% imitations (458 coins). Coins of Postumus – 
often saved in preference for their higher intrinsic value – only represent 1.5% of Gallic coins of Chalgrove I (1% of the 
hoard), whereas they constitute 5.1% of the Gallic coins of Chalgrove II and 3.6% of the hoard. Coins of Victorinus account 
for 23% of the Gallic coins in Chalgrove I, against 33% in Chalgrove II.  

It is regrettable that we do not have more information on the archaeological context of the field in which the two 
hoards were found. Despite this fact, in the absence of new discoveries, it seems likely that the two finds were originally one 
and the same hoard, deposited in different places by its owner.  
 
A partially stratified hoard 
During the cleaning phase, the British Museum conservators were able to isolate four layers, with about 100 coins in each. 
The first was located at the top of the vessel, the second in the upper middle part, the third in the lower middle part and the 
last in the bottom of the vessel23. The results are presented in Table 3. 

Each layer produced relatively similar results, with proportions broadly respecting that of the whole hoard. Layers 
two to four contained on average 34 coins of the Central Empire and 73 of the Gallic Empire, compared with 30% and 70% 
of the hoard as a whole. 

However, the first layer was an exception. It contained 49 coins of the Central Empire and 59 coins of the Gallic 
Empire. This is explained by a significant quantity of coins in the name of Claudius II (25, against 13 to 16 for the other 
layers) and a smaller number of coins of Tetricus (22, against 38 to 42 for the other layers). It could therefore be suggested 
that the coins of Claudius II only found their way to Britain later, after the end of the Gallic Empire, despite the fact that 
coins of Tetricus are later than the reign of Claudius II. This could be a plausible hypothesis, but we must remain very 
careful as Chalgrove II is a currency hoard which does not show apparent stratigraphy by reign. Apart from this upper layer, 
the coins of Chalgrove II seemed uniformly distributed throughout the vessel.

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The coins 
Besides the remarkable coin of Domitian II, the Chalgrove II hoard contained a number of rare or unpublished coins, 
discussed below: 
 
Sole reign of Gallienus (AD 260-268) 
Coin number 33 is a hybrid struck in the mint of Rome, combining an obverse die belonging to the end of the joint reign of 
Valerian and Gallienus, legend IMP GALLIENVS P F AVG G M, with a reverse of the first issue of the reign of Gallienus, 
VIRTVS AVG – P//–. This coin is not in the corpus of R. Göbl. 

Number 80 has a variant reverse type which does not seem to have been noted previously. It is a radiate of 
Salonina with the reverse PVDICITIA, where the letter of the officina in the right field is formed by a retrograde Q. 
However, the majority of catalogues do not seem to take into consideration these minor variants.  

The coin in the name of Gallienus, no. 84, with the reverse PAX PVBLICA, Pax seated, does not have the officina 
mark V in the exergue and seems to be unpublished in that respect. However, there are rare gold coins with this reverse 
where the letter of the officina is also absent (G. 522d).  

The radiate no. 110 is a rare variety of bust for the fifth series of the mint of Rome. The bust is nude, with traces of 
drapery to front and rear of truncation (A3). The reverse FORTVNA REDVX belongs to the sixth issue. This combination of 
bust and reverse is not in R. Göbl’s catalogue24.  

Coin no. 190 poses a problem. It belongs to the Legionary Issue of the Milan mint but its state of preservation 
makes it difficult to read. The reverse depicts the wolf and twins and consequently two reverse legends are possible: LEG II 
ITAL VI P VI F and LEG II ITAL VII P VII F. On the obverse, the legend GALLIENVS AVG is associated with a military 
bust left with shield and spear in front (G2l). This obverse is not recorded with the wolf and twins reverse type, which makes 
this certain to be an unpublished coin even though the reverse legend cannot be read. 
 
Reign of Claudius II (AD 268-270) 
Coin no. 327 is a rare radiate with the legend VICTORIA·G·M (only the second punctuation mark is visible). The reverse 
depicts Victory standing left, with a captive at her feet on either side. These rare coins belong to the end of the second issue 
and never have an officina mark.  

No. 438 consists of 10 radiates of Milan with the reverse VICTORIA AVG from the second issue. The example 
illustrated in the plates (3.70g) has a punctuated reverse legend VICTORIA·AVG, which does not seem to have been noted 
before.  

The radiate number 462 is of Cyzicus and carries the mark SPQR in the exergue of the reverse FORTVNA 
REDVX. Associated with a nude bust with traces of drapery (A3), it seems unpublished and is not included in the 
publication of A. Alföldi dedicated to this coinage25. A pellet below the bust indicates the first officina of the Cyzicus mint.  
 
Reign of Aurelian (AD 270-275) 
Radiate no. 500 belongs to the first issue of the mint of Rome, where all the reverses are taken from the coinage of 
Quintillus. It has the very rare extended legend IMP CAES L DOM AVRELIANVS AVG, in place of the usual IMP C L 
DOM AVRELIANVS AVG. The reverse is corroded, but it may be possible to see the mark of the sixth officina in the right 
field (–� //–). No example without mintmark seems to be recorded for this issue (BNC26. p.287). The example in Paris, from 
different dies, is a cast coin (BNC p.155). An example marked with the sixth officina is noted in the Komin hoard 
(Komin 571)27. 

Coin no. 501 belongs to the second phase of the first issue of Milan, with the reverse CONCORD LEGI. The D1 
bust has the interesting feature of a right forearm raised in a salute. LV 1578 shows this feature with the mark of officina P in 
exergue. 
 
Reign of Victorinus (AD 269-271) 
Coin no. 598 has an unusual mintmark V (palm)//–, without the star in the right field usually associated with this mark 
(V (palm)*//–).  

Of lesser importance is example no. 625, of Mint II, which has the reverse of the fifth issue PROVIDENTIA AVG 
associated with a punctuated obverse legend IMP C VICTORINVS·P·F·AVG. 
 
Reign of Domitian II (AD 271) 
The discovery of a second coin of Domitian II, no. 627 in the present catalogue, is the most important feature of the 
Chalgrove II hoard. The first coin of Domitian II known was part of the Cléons hoard (near Nantes). The historical 
importance of this discovery has been fully discussed by S. Estiot and G. Salaün28 and is summarised by R. Abdy above29. I 
will confine myself to some numismatic observations. 

It is worth noting that the obverse die shows Domitian II with his own features. Indeed, the first coins in the name 
of Victorinus still bear the portrait of Marius, showing that the engravers of the mint had begun to engrave the dies in the 
name of the new emperor whilst not being familiar with the features of the latter. This did not occur in the case of Domitian

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II. Not only does his image appear, but the reverse type is also made for him: it does not re-use a reverse die from the 
preceding reign, as would doubtless be necessary in the case of an urgent issue. The first coins in the name of Tetricus I 
seem to have been engraved in similar circumstances.  

Before the French example came to light again, M. Weder commented on the coin from the published casts30. He 
argued for the hybrid nature of the coin. The obverse is in the style of mint II, with a B1 bust doubtless by the same hand as 
the engraver who made the dies of mint II in the reign of Victorinus. He states that the reverse, depicting Concordia standing 
left, holding patera and cornucopiae, reappeared in the first issue of Tetricus from mint I with the legend CONCORDIA 
AVG. To this can be added a very important stylistic argument, also noted by M. Weder, that the style of the hair and the 
drapery of the reverse is characteristic of mint I (compare the illustrated examples no. 633 for mint I, and no. 659 for mint 
II).  

How, then, to explain that the obverse of the Domitian II coin belongs to mint II, but has a reverse die made by an 
engraver from mint I? 

Coins termed “hybrid” which combine an obverse from one mint and a reverse from another are fairly common in 
the reign of Tetricus. Certain coins have an obverse legend characteristic of one mint (most frequently IMP C TETRICVS P 
F AVG for mint I; IMP TETRICVS P F AVG for mint II) with a bust type characteristic of the other mint (bust D1 for mint 
I; B1 for mint II). Establishing that most of the recorded hybrid coins belong to the end of the reign of Tetricus, A. Burnett 
and R. Bland suggest that the mints were combined at this time, c. late 273 (Normanby, pp. 149-155). This hypothesis, 
although likely, does not explain the hybrid character of the Domitian II coin.  

Using evidence provided by the coin of Domitian II, M. Weder suggests that both mints of the Gallic Empire were 
combined during the reign of this short-lived emperor31. This hypothesis would evidently explain the hybrid aspect of the 
coins of Domitian II, but it has greater difficulty in explaining the fact that the first issues in the reign of Tetricus divide into 
two series that are clearly distinguished by appearance.  

A parallel can be made to the coin of Domitian II. The first coins struck in the name of Tetricus by mint II carry 
the full legend IMP C G P ESVVIVS TETRICVS AVG, with a D1 bust, characteristic of mint I. The reverse, FIDES 
MILITVM, by contrast, is clearly of mint II, by its type but equally in its style, with full drapery and less stylised design 
(Normanby 1502, compared to Normanby 1455). If the two mints were not already combined, then this would suggest that 
mint I sent dies to mint II under the brief reign of Domitian II and at the very beginning of the reign of Tetricus I. It is 
possible that these dies were sent by the principal mint at the same time as the monetary instructions for the new reign. This 
hypothesis seems more likely if mint I was located at Trier, capital of the Gallic Empire.  
 
Imitations 
Imitations of this period are still very poorly understood and are difficult to classify rigorously. Coin no. 785 is noteworthy. 
The obverse imitates a coin of the second issue of Rome in the reign of Claudius II: IMP C CLAVDIVS AVG, bust B1. The 
reverse appears to be inspired by the coins of Siscia with the mark of the mint S I//– in the reign of Gallienus. However, a 
coin of Claudius II has also been recorded with the mark –SI//– on the reverse FORTVNA RED (Judenburg-Strettweg 
278132). Like Normanby 1082, with the reverse PROVIDENT AVG, it need not be read as –SI//– but only as –S//– (the “I” 
being merely the base of the letter V in the legend). This being the case, only coins of Gallienus have the mintmark SI//– 
(G. 1510-5).

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The twelfth volume of Coin Hoards from Roman Britain presents 57 hoards with 
terminal dates from AD 244 to the end of the Roman period. This is the companion 
volume to CHRB XI, which contained the earlier hoards discovered between 1997 and 
2001. CHRB XII also includes later hoards found up to April 2003. More recent 
addenda to these hoards have been included where possible.  

The volume includes the Chalgrove II hoard of 4,957 radiates, with its important find 
of the second known coin of Domitian II. The recognition of an additional Gallic 
usurper has expanded our knowledge of this less well understood period of Roman 
history. The latest hoards included in the volume, Patching and Oxborough, are 
accompanied by discussion of the significance of these hoards for the monetary history 
of the late Roman to early Medieval transition.
